IMPORTANT BUS TRANSPORATION INFORMATION

Please note that we are making adjustments to the BUS routes that were published in the Sun Chronicle last week and we will be posting this information on the North Attleboro Schools website:  www.naschools.net by September 2, 2011.  
Due to our budget issue, we have eliminated one bus and will be enforcing the School Committee policy for Transportation. This policy adheres to state law.

Kindergarten Students Kindergarten students are eligible for bus transportation if they reside 1-1/4 miles from the school they are assigned to attend.  However, at mid-day, Kindergarten students are transported home from the morning session and picked up for the afternoon session if they live more than ¾ mile from the school. 

Grades 1-5 Elementary students in grades 1-5 are eligible for transportation if they reside 1-¼ miles from school. 

Grades 6-12 Middle School and High School students in grades 6-12 are eligible for transportation if they reside 2 miles from the school.  

Eligible Students will be issued BUS PASSES from their building principal on the first day of school.  These passes will be necessary in order to ride the bus.  This is new to the District and we anticipate some glitches as this is rolled out but expect things to settle within the first few days of school.  We truly appreciate your patience and understanding!
